PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Unit No. 2 on Roaring Brook consisted of a
reinforced concrete channel, rectangular in section, starting near

the junction with the Lackawanna River and extending upstream for a
distance of 2,619 feet, including a 185-foot long stilling basin at the
downstream end and a 195-foot long entrance structure at the upper end.
There is an impounding basin immediately upstream of the entrance
structure. The basin is confined on the left side by previously
existing masonry retaining walls and on the right by a new "L" type
reinforced concrete floodwall with sheet steel piling cut-off. A trash
boom lies across the channel 1,200 feet upstream of the intake
structure to collect floating debris during floods. The channel, for
the most part, has a width of 55 feet and a depth of 13 feet. At, and
for a distance of 550 feet upstream of the D and H Railroad bridge, the
channel is divided into two parts, each having a width of 27.5 feet.
NOTE: Unit No. 1, completed in 1961, consisted of deepening and
widening the Lackawanna River from the downstream city limits to

2,800 feet upstream of Roaring Brook. Unit No. 1 has been superseded
by a Corps of Engineers Project. :

NOTE: Unit No. 3, completed in 1958, consisted of channel improvement
along Roaring Brook from the railroad crossing downstream to Myrtle
Street in the City's Petersburg Section. Unit No. 3 has been
supplemented by SCS work following flooding in 1985.
